
Did you know?
By using your new FOGO bin, you will be helping make 
compost, which is then used on farms to grow more food.

1. Put a green compostable liner into your kitchen caddy.

2. Place your food scraps into your caddy.

3. When the liner is full, place it into your FOGO bin.

4. Place garden waste in your FOGO bin along with 
your food waste.

5. Put your FOGO bin out for collection each week 
and start collecting your food scraps again.
